When it comes to the number of copies dropped at each point we 
believe in supplying what the distributor is able to disburse within 
the month. A child care centre who has 65 children (some may have 
siblings) cannot in all expectations be able to effectively distribute 
100 copies or more.

In adopting this method we are able to minimise waste and this 
in effect allows us to give a more comprehensive and larger  
distribution base giving you, the advertiser, more effective results.

Q: Does a child care centre need 100 copies when it only has 65 families on its listing?

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advertisement sizes and pointers
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A few pointers about designing your 
advertisement

1.	� Don’t clutter your advertisement
	� Too many times we have seen advertisers trying to put as much 

information as possible into their advertisement and it can have a 
negative effect when it comes to results. Keep it simple, neat and clean.

2.	 Banners/Headlines
	 Use an impact phrase to catch the readers eye.

3.	 Specials/Offers
	� Why not offer a limited special or discount to entice new customers.

4.	 What makes you different
	� What makes your business different to others. Let the readers know 

about it, remember nobody knows your business better than you do.

5.	 Making contact
	� Ensure that your contact details are clear and eay to read and remember  

new clients will be put off if you don’t answer or fail to contact them.

Paper Specifications:

* I�nternal pages are printed on 54 gsm Norstar (a higher quality paper 
than newsprint which produces a better quality print)

* Cover: printed on 74 gm lwc gloss (heatset)

Supplied Artwork: If you wish to send us your artwork complete 
we ask that you send it as a pdf (high res) and to the size required. 
All fonts, graphics and pictures need to be embedded. Should you 
be unsure of anything please don’t hesitate to call us to answer any 
questions you may have.

Artwork Required: For those who would like our experienced 
Graphic Artists to design your advertisement for you . . . say no more.
